Comprehensive Transportation Plan (Plan) in conjunction with the City of Henderson and the
Towns of Middleburg and Kittrell; and

WHEREAS, the North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) and the Kerr-Tar
Regional Transportation Planning Organization (KTRTPO) have facilitated the development of
this plan; and

WHEREAS, the comprehensive transportation plan maps are utilized for making informed decisions
about the location of roads, transit, bike and pedestrian facilities; and

WHEREAS, it is recognized that the Vance County Transportation Plan will replace the existing
Vance County Thoroughfare Plan; and

WHEREAS, the County accepts the maps of this plan with the EXCEPTION of the details for
Dabney Drive; and

WHEREAS, the County endorses the concept of the two-way pair traffic movement concept for
Dabney Drive and Corbitt Road; and

WHEREAS, the County requests further study into potential speed of traffic movement,
additional north/south crossings, and safer pedestrian crossings for the Dabney Drive concept.

4. REQUESTS a more urban and civic design for Dabney Drive including more crossings,
on-street parking, traffic calmers, and safer pedestrian crossings for businesses and
schools.

County Manager’s Report to the Board
August 6, 2012

A. Resolution of Appreciation. After many years of public service, Mrs. Mary Helen Jones
has officially retired as Director for the Vance County office of the North Carolina
Cooperative Extension Department. The enclosed resolution appropriately recognizes Mrs.
Jones for her outstanding service to the citizens of Vance County. Recommendation: Adopt
the enclosed resolution in honor of and appreciation for Mary Helen Jones’ outstanding
service to the citizens of Vance County.

B. Schedule for Audit Reports from Volunteer Departments. As requested and
distributed to the Board last month. a schedule has been developed that identifies due dates
for audit reports for the eight volunteer fire departments and the Rescue Squad. If audit
reports are not submitted in a timely manner, funds may be withheld until such time the
reports are submitted. In such instances. a report will be made to the Board of County
Commissioners at its next regular meeting. Recommendation: Accept the schedule as
presented.

C. Award of Bids for Ambulance. Three quotes were obtained from qualified vendors for
a2012 Type I diesel ambulance. The bids are as follows: Southeastern Specialty Vehicles -
$144,575; Select Custom Apparatus - $137.184; and American Emergency Vehicles -
$132.904. Recommendation: Award the bid to American Emergency Vehicles for a 2012
diesel Type 1II Chevrolet ambulance in the amount of §132,904.

D. Jail Inspection Report. The June 11. 2012 Jail Inspection Report should be formally
received by the Board of Commissioners. A response has been formulated and submitted to
the State. Recommendation: Act to receive the Vance County Jail Inspection Report dated
June 11, 2012.

E. Fox Pond Park Repairs. Four of the six tennis courts at Fox Pond Park are in dire need
of repair and resurfacing. The two courts at the back were completely redone about three to
four years ago and are in good shape. All six courts are used by the general public and by
the two high schools for practice and match competition as both schools’ “home courts.”
The costs of the work is $16.715. The County is requested to provide $4.,178.75, with the
City paying an equal amount and the remainder coming from donations. Recommendation:
Appropriate $4,178.75 from the Contingency for the purpose of repairing and resurfacing
the four front tennis courts at Fox Pond Park.

F. Deferred Compensation Resolution. Retirement planning is critical for all employees.

Position Vacancies. (A) The Jail has a position vacancy for a Detention Officer.
This is an essential position within the facility as to prevent staff shortages that can
affect the overall operation of the facility, as well as compromise the safety of
personnel and the security of the facility. (B) The Sheriff’s Office has a position
vacancy for a Deputy Specialist (Detective). This position is needed in order to
combat the element of crime in the county as well as to assist others. (C) Courthouse
Security & Maintenance has a position vacancy for a Building & Security Specialist.
This position is responsible for participating in the security, maintenance, repair, and
cleaning of county buildings, grounds, and facilities. (D) Social Services has a
position vacancy for a Social Worker 11 in Work First. This position is responsible
for assessing the strengths and needs of Work First clients and developing a plan to
ensure self-efficiency. (E) Social Services has a position vacancy for an /ncome
Muaintenance Caseworker II in Family & Children’s Medicaid. This position
determines eligibility for a variety of Medicaid programs. (F) Social Services has a
position vacancy for a Processing Assistant V' in the Work First Unit. This position
is responsible for clerical support for the Unit as well as performing various duties
for other units. (G) Social Services has a position vacancy for an lncome
Maintenance Caseworker II in Adult Medicaid. This position involves taking,
processing, and maintaining an active Adult Medicaid caseload.

County Water Project. Phase 14. On Monday, July 9. construction of Phase 1A began.
According to H.G. Reynolds Construction Company, they expect to complete an average of
about 500 feet of water line construction each day, depending upon the size of the pipe.
Construction has gone from the John Deere dealership to the intersection of Warrenton Road
and Brookston Road; all of the Vincent Hoyle Road has been completed; and the
construction work on Stewart Farm Road is nearing completion. From July 9 until the end
of the month, an additional 39 sign-ups were received. Some of the new sign-ups require
adding more roads, which will lead to change orders to the construction contract. (This is
anticipated to be an ongoing process.) As of the end of July, a total of 710 customers have
been enrolled. Site work for the overhead water tank is set to begin in late August or early
September. Phase IB. The Kittrell Water Association and USDA Rural Development
continue to work together to seek funding for Phase 1B, consistent with action taken by the
Commissioners in December 2009. Phases 24 & 2B. Funding from USDA Rural
Development has been established for both of these phases. Phase 2A will be funded with
$2.2 million in loans and $1.62 million in grants. Phase 2B has $3.94 million in loans and
$1.99 million in grants. The Board of County Commissioners and the Water District Board
approved the water purchase/sales agreement with the City of Henderson on July 23*. The
executed agreements were sent to USDA Rural Development for its stamp of approval on
July 24. To date. there has been no response from them on the agreement. USDA Rural
Development has been notified that the ARRA funds must be spent on an accelerated
schedule with construction beginning by September 30, 2012, unless a waiver is obtained.
This represents a three-year difference in time (previously September 30, 2015). An
extension (waiver) request regarding the deadline has been submitted to USDA Rural
Development to ensure that the project can be appropriately completed. District and state
USDA RD officials are highly supportive of granting an extension, but the final decision is
to be made at the federal level. Thus far, we have not received notification of waiver
approval. Project design is complete and has been submitted to the appropriate regulatory
agencies. Permit applications have been submitted. Highway right-of-way encroachment
agreements with NC DOT have been prepared for execution. Submittal of application
information to USDA Rural Development is currently being done for both phases. A
potential site for a second water tank in the area covered by Phase 2A has been identified and
surveyed. Due to the timing of the funding of Phases 2A & 2B, it will be important that work
on these phases begin as soon as possible. The approved O&M services contract will cover
Phases 2A and 2B in addition to 1 A. Additional sign-ups remain essential in Phases 2A and
2B due to the current lack of substantial customer concentration. Current sign-up totals are
330 for Phase 2A and 334 for Phase 2B.
